All schools maintain up-to-date computer labs
as well as portable computer labs. All schools
are fully wired and contain classroom
computers. A wide area network connects all
school buildings and gives students and staff
access to the Internet.  Students serve as
technology assistants using the LSM video 

 production lab. Staff technology training groups 
 use portable computers and teacher
 technology benchmarks as training guides.

Parent involvement is outstanding and is a
hallmark of the district. Strong parental support
is manifested at orientations, open house
programs, conference sessions and student
performances. At the high school, booster clubs
in athletics and music provide exemplary
suppor t for program enrichment. At the
elementary schools, the PTAs have provided
financial commitment for a variety of programs
including an on site writer-in-residence and  a
school weather station.
