June 2, 2010

Accept Minutes -  Minutes from the May 7, 2010 meeting were accepted with a few spelling changes.  See     official minutes for corrections.
Motions:   1)  A motion was made to accepted Karen Mudgett as the new Secretary for the Booster Club.        Motion was 2nd and everyone was in favor so Karen Mudgett is now officially the Booster Club Secretary.
2) A motion was made to donate all left over over ice cream and the 70 hot dogs that are currently in the Lewis Mills Concession stand to Victories for Vikki.  Motion was 2nd and everyone was in favor so motion was passed.
Treasurer’s Report-Kim Larkin not present so no report was given.

Old Business
1) Sport Award Update (being held on June 8th) Lori will ask Dave Tanner to insert the Great Lakes Scrip power point presentation into the projector so she can explain this program to parents. Kathy and Melinda will be there to help set up for Awards night.  They will hold a tea cup raffle and sell scrip cards that are in stock.
2) Great Lakes Script-Lori to send out email regarding gift cards.  Lori distributed handouts to everyone at the meeting to review.  Lori wrote a letter regarding Great Lakes Scrip and it will be inserted into the programs that will be given out at the Sport Awards Night.  Parents can place their order with Great Lakes Scrip, need to get Lori money by June 11th and need to pick up their gift cards on Thursday, June 17th between 5 and 7pm.  We will have a summer meeting and will discuss more in detail how to proceed with Great Lakes Scrip.

3) Senior Picnic Update-there are about 80 athletes who will receive invitations tomorrow about this picnic.  The gift cards that the Booster Club purchased will be given out at the picnic.  For those seniors not in attendance they can pick up their gift cards at the main office. Any remaining gift cards not picked up will be returned to the Booster Club.  Picnic food will consist of:  grinders, side dishes, deserts, soda and water.  

4) Golf Tournament Update-this year’s event was somewhat successful.  There were six foursomes and two additional (3 per group) for a total of 8 or 30 golfers which was the lowest amount to date. 5) Merchandise Update-we have plenty of clothing in stock for the next school year.  We do have various odds and ends of clothing in large sizes and would like to sell them at the Spring Awards Night for $5.00.   Lori will include this in her email that she is sending to the athletes parents about Great Lakes Scrip so she will add something about a clearance sale on clothing items.

6) Concession Update-games are all over and the concession stand is closed.  Left over chips will be used at the senior picnic.  We will purchase one more box of chips for senior picnic.  Victories for Vikki will borrow freezer.

New Business
1) Development of a budget next year-we are currently working off of actual budget.  Lori will speak at the Spring Awards Night about everything the Booster Club has purchased for the athletic programs.
2) Alumni Membership Development-JP Parente not in attendance so topic was not discussed.
3) 501C-would like Kim to still investigate if this can be done or not.  People mentioned that if they were given a tax number so they could claim membership dues off of their income taxes more might join Booster Club Membership.
4) Two votes taken by email on June 16th.

a) The Football Booster Club is having a hard time raising funds and needs to add a game day program to their arsenal.  Robert Dunn called Lori P. asking if it was okay to solicit ads for a program .  He wanted to know if this would be a conflict with the booster club activities.  Question asked was can the Football Booster Club solicit area businesses for adds in their program?  Unanimous vote-yes but we would like them to stay away from our tournament sponsors – O&G Industries, Supreme Industries and Dunkin’ Donuts (Zepka/Griffey franchise).

b) Berkshire League Champion T-shirts-these are purchased for the varsity team and their coaches.  Motion was made to purchase a shirt for the team parent-Unanimous vote-yes.
