     Motion was made to assist with the purchase of boys lacrosse helmets, motion was 2nd and all approved for a total purchase of $3000.00.  The boys lacrosse team will chip in the remaining dollars required.
     It was mentioned that the lacrosse teams may be in need of lacrosse goals as the ones we have are on their last leg.  Total purchase price will be $1200.00.  Dave will get back to us about the need for these goals.

Other Discussion

     Shelley Watts told us a little bit about the Football Booster Club and that there were 68 boys who participated in Football this year.  There is no Berkshire Football League.  The football team is playing very difficult teams.  It was mentioned that for homecoming game that it would be nice for the band to play and to have cheerleaders.   Cheryl Martinelli gave up a crew update.  She stated that crew did really well this season.
